Program Purpose: A work-based learning program in high school provides students with the opportunity to gain practical, hands-on
experience in a professional setting, often through internships or apprenticeships. This experiential learning approach equips students with
real-world skills and insights while allowing them to apply classroom knowledge in a real work environment, preparing them for future career
success.

Program Summary: To that end, Hamilton Community Schools will commit all of the State allocated 23g funds, with the direct intention to
mitigate the amount of students leaving Hamilton without a plan. The following are a list of activities our WBL are responsible for.

e  WBL Advisor creates a system to track Graduation Requirement completion.

event(s) 10th grade: Prep4Success event(s) 9th/10th grade: Healthcare Showcase (bi-annually)
